Spatial Daylight Autonomy (sDA) measures spaces that receive
30fc of light for at least 50% of the day. For the project this
calculates to 24% which does not meet the recommended
minimum of 55%. The shortfall is primarily due to having internal
spaces without windows. The required close spatial relationships
of the project drive the compact layout and daylight preference
has been given to areas consistently occupied with people and
animals. Solatube or borrowed lites may be used to further
enhance daylight within the interior of the building.
