During COVID-19

Stay home if 
you’re sick or 

have been 
near someone 

who’s sick. 

All restrooms are closed, so plan your visits accordingly.

Don’t touch shared surfaces 
such as flags, bow racks, 
targets and quivers. If you 
must, use a clean towel.

Practice social distancing.

Wear a mask that covers 
your mouth and nose. 
When you’re shooting, 
you don’t need to wear 
it, but you do need to 
keep at least 10 feet 
away from other visitors.

Display your 
permit so 
Forest Preserve 
District staff 
can see it 
without getting 
too close. 

Stay at least 6 feet away from people 
who aren’t members of your household.

Stay at least 10 feet away from archers who are 
shooting and may not be wearing masks.

Do not gather in 
groups over 10.

Do not exceed these new 
capacities.
